chemical it believes could help dramatically slow down the spread of the (
HiN1 virus. e
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"We actually set up scenarios where they have to clean and disinfect and we
go in afterwards to see how effective it is," said BioCare President Kent Berg.

Visit our new,
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BioCare in the Piedmont area has gotten its hands on a chemical that it says
kills the H1N1 virus on surfaces for over a year.
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"It's a mixture of a variety of nano particles, mostly of titanium dioxide,"
Berg said.

Once the chemical is sprayed on, it bonds to the surface as it dries. Then,
when a light hits it, it causes the particles to attack any virus that lands on it,
including HiN1.

The company said it believes the chemical is safe.
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"It's totally safe," Berg said. "Once it is dry, it has bonded to the surface
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(and) it doesn't wipe off easily. It's non-toxic. You could actually lick the fier &hemical Found In Upstate

surface. Identified
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He said the chemical has been used in Japan for years.
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This year, some schools and hospitals in Florida have started using it, as
well, Berg said.
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Most newly mutated strains DO come out of Asia, and yes strains do jump
species as they evolve and are usually allowed to jump due to poor sanitary
conditions.
